Kevin Kuhn, Village Engineer submitted a report of current projects in the village. He discussed the USDA Rural Development Loan, Riverton Road Water Line, Overpass Business Park (modifications coming in the next week and a half), Rebuild IL Funds (based on the MFT formula) and other Grant Opportunities.

Treasurer Baker had nothing new to report. 
Committee Reports:
Trustee Landess, chairperson of the Administrative Committee, wanted to remind residents that utility bills will need to be paid and encouraged residents to pay on them when possible.
Trustee Payne, chairperson of the Public Safety Committee, had nothing to report. 
Trustee Mileham, chairperson of the Public Utility Committee, said 93 residences have not paid their utility bills this month. IMEA will be sending KN95 masks for Riverton employees. 
Trustee Charles, chairperson of the Parks Committee, reported Wheeland Park would be open, with social distancing rules, starting May 22nd with every other site being available and no more than 10 people per camping site, however most are underwater at this time due to rain. Tennis courts and pickle ball courts are open with social distancing guidelines. The basketball courts are still closed, but they are hoping to open them soon. 
Trustee Patrick, chairperson of the Public Works Committee, had nothing to report.
Trustee Bartley, chairperson of the Economic Development Committee, had nothing to report.
Mayor Rader rescinded the Emergency Order as of May 18th. He spoke with Representative Butler and Riverton is one of the top two candidates to receive funding up to $750,000 to work on village projects. Kevin Kuhn will be looking into appropriate projects.
