The President and the Board of Trustees of the Village of Riverton held their regular board meeting on March 19, 2018 at the Riverton Village Hall, Riverton, IL. 
The board meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m. Those answering roll call: Mayor Tom Rader. Trustees: Russ Patrick, Dave Charles, Ginger Payne, Joe Bartley, Jim Mileham, and Michelle Landess. Also in attendance were: Chief Lawley, Office Manager Stacy Patterson, Treasurer Rita Baker, Attorney Myers and Scott, and Superintendent Lyons. Clerk Alexandra Campbell was absent.
The pledge of allegiance was recited.	
Mayor Rader asked for a moment of silence for Chester Linder.
Trustee Bartley made a motion to approve March 5th meeting minutes and pay the bills. It was seconded by Trustee Mileham. Trustees Patrick, Payne, Charles, Bartley, Mileham, and Landess voted yes. 
Mike Ray from the Knights of Columbus addressed the board.  He was asking the board for their support again this year for the 4th of July celebration that will be held on July 3rd from 5:00pm – 11pm.  He also wanted the board to waive the special event license, donate $3,000 for fireworks and provide snow fencing. 
 Trustee Bartley made a motion to donate $3000 for fireworks (which were budgeted) and waive the special event license.  Trustee Mileham seconded.  Trustees Patrick, Charles, Payne, Bartley, Mileham and Landess voted yes.
Old Business: 	
Trustee Patrick made a motion to approve Ordinance #18- 002 - Approving Village President to Execute Purchase Agreement for Public Works vehicles and equipment and to Execute Lease/Loan Documents to fund the purchase.  Trustee Payne seconded. Trustees Patrick, Charles, Payne, Bartley, Mileham, and Landess voted yes. 
Lisa from the paper asked the total dollar amount of the purchases, Mayor Rader explained $150,000.00 for the boring machine, $94,320 for the 2018 D5500 service truck, and $200,033.98 for the 2018 GH48 Kenworth.  Rader stated they will be financed for 60 months through Athens State Bank at a 4.25 percent interest rate. 
Trustee Landess made a motion to approve Ordinance #18- 003 - Approving Canny Accounting for our new Auditor for the 2017-18 year at a fee of $20,000.00. Trustee Charles seconded. Trustees Patrick, Charles, Payne, Bartley, Mileham, and Landess voted yes. 
Lisa asked how many proposals were reviewed.   Trustee Landess stated they received four and Canny Accounting seemed to be the best fit even though they were not the cheapest. 
New Business: 
Trustee Patrick made a motion to approve Riviera Pay Request for $106,749.20.  Trustee Payne seconded. Trustee Patrick, Charles, Payne, Bartley, Mileham, and Landess voted yes. 
Engineer Kevin Kuhn reported the project is moving along well.  They found out the road is a lot less stable than they thought so it will require more back-fill, but there is some cushion for that.

Superintendent Lyons presented the board with his report. (See attached report.) He added that he needs approval for Petersburg Plumbing to repair 2 small leaks at the water plant for $3,404. There is money in line 14-00-518.3 to cover the cost.
Trustee Patrick made a motion to approve Petersburg Plumbing to repair the 2 leaks at the water plant for $3,404.00. Trustee Payne seconded. Trustees Patrick, Charles, Payne, Bartley, Mileham, and Landess voted yes.

Treasurer Baker stated that she is really close to finalizing the budget and will have numbers at the April 2nd meeting.
